Priprema za nastavu u vidu Citanja, predavanja profesora, interaktivna
nastava, diskusije, evaluiranje literature i licne konsultacije sa profesorom.

Detaljan opis sadrzaja predmeta i plan nastave u prilogu.

Po zavrsetku intenzivne nastave, a pod uslovom da ispune sve zahteve ovog
predmeta, ocekuje se da ¢e studenti/kinje napredovati na podrucju teorije,
bitisanja i prakse i biti u mogu¢nosti da:

e Prepoznaju osnovne karakteristike proroka i ulogu njihovog delovanja u
odredenom socioloSkom i istorijskom kontekstu.
o DefiniSu i ispravno Klasifikuju starozavetnu prorocku literaturu.
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o Razlikuju osnovne metodoloske pristupe izu¢avanja ove literature i
kriticki evaluiraju izbor metodoloskog pristupa i njegov uticaj na konacan
rezultat istrazivanja.

e Situiraju svaku starozavetnu proroc¢ku knjigu u njen istorijski i socioloski
kontekst kao i da objasne knjizevnu strukturu i osnovne teoloske misli
svake prorocke knjige.

e Primene osnovne principe tumacenja Biblije kako bi ispravno pristupili
analizi starozavetnih prorockih tekstova.

e [spravno upotrebljavaju starozavetnu prorocku literaturu u njihovom
svakodnevnom duhovnom sazrevanju kao i da koriste istu u svrhu
poducavanja drugih.

1. Priprema i ucestvovanje u nastavi (10% od ukupne ocene).
Pazljivo pracenje nastave nece samo doprineti 10% zavrsnoj oceni vec Ce i
uveliko pomoc¢i studentima/kinjama da se adekvatno pripreme za zavrsni
ispiti da steknu opsti utisak o tome kakva pitanja mogu da dobiju na
zavrSnom ispitu.

2. Seminarski rad (30% od ukupne ocene).
Naucno-istrazivacki rad (2,000-3,000 reci) koji se fokusira na jednu od
kljuc¢nih tema koje su obradene u prorockoj literaturi (np. obnova Davidove
monarhije; sud; pokajanje; povratak Jahvea; dan Gospodnji; stvaranje i
priroda; zemlja; teodiceja i nada i slicno). O¢ekuje se da nau¢no-istrazivacki
rad sadrzi sledece elemente: (1) znacaj teme koju je student/kinja
odabrao/la; (2) kratak osvrt na pitanje kako je ta tema adresirana po prvi
put u petoknjiZju; (3) prezentacija kako prorocka literatura obraduje datu
teoloSku temu sa osvrtom na klju¢ne biblijske tekstove; (4) dinamika
razvoja te teme u prorockoj literaturi; (5) prorocka literatura kao osnova za
razvoj ove teme u Novom zavetu. U najboljem slucaju student/kinja ¢e
uraditi kriticku analizu teme koju je ve¢ odabrao/la za diplomski rad u
prorockoj literaturi. Rok za predaju rada: 28. april. Predaja seminarskog
rada do ovog roka je uslov za izlazak na zavrsni ispit.

3. Zavrsni ispit (60% od ukupne ocene).
Ispit ¢e biti pismenog tipa (ispitna sedmica).

Bonus (test koji nije obavezan ali moZe da doprinese ¢ak 10% zavrsnoj
oceni): Studenti/kinje ¢e imati priliku da po zavrSetku nastave uzmu test
opsSteg poznavanja starozavetnih prorockih spisa. Studenti/kinje ¢e dobiti
10 starozavetnih prorockih tekstova za koja bi trebalo da navedu iz koje
prorocke knjige i poglavlja su uzeti. Vreme ispita po dogovoru.
